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1.  Does your school have a disaster plan?  Does it include a designated school safe holding area and supplies?
2.  Do parents know where to find the child if moved to another site?  How would parents be notified?  

3.  Would you know the signs and symptoms of a chemical or biological attack?  

4.  Do you know the Homeland Security School Advisory System recommendations? 

5.  For what disasters are your students prepared?  Do they know what would happen if de-contamination is necessary?

6.  Do you know where to get assistance to answer these questions?

These are just a very few questions that schools need to know how to answer before a disaster occurs.  School nurses are being encouraged to initiate discussions on these issues with their local school.
